(originally for violin).

-Cello: A substantial fast movement of a standard cello concerto.
A Bach Prelude or a movement from any Bach Suite.

-Double Bass: An etude of your choice.
One movement of a Baroque sonata, such as those by
Vivaldi, Eccles, Handel, Corelli, or Bach’s Viola da Gamba Sonatas.

-Flute: 1st movement of a concerto by Mozart or Vivaldi.
Mendelssohn, Mid-Summer Nights Dream Scherzo Movement (recap only).
A French Conservatory Piece.

-Oboe: A solo work which best represents the student’s ability.
Beethoven, Symphony #5 (1st movement Oboe Solo).
